There will be a silent auction of quality packages of gift certificates, gift baskets, wines and other food-related items. This is the first event to be held since the reopening of the building which was damaged by a lightning strike and fire, and subsequent water damage in October 2007. Freshly painted and restored, the interior of the building is fresh and light and ready to welcome visitors again.
